After you have selected your options and placed detergent within 
the dispense turn on the water tap and press the Start / Pause 
button. The screen will display the current program progression 
with icons from left to right. It also displays the remaining 
program time.

This model is capable of automatically adjusting the program 
to take into account the weight of the load placed inside the 
drum. It is possible to cancel this function by pressing the Load 
button. The weight of the load can be selected manually.
•Press the Load button and the load weight displayed will 
increase. The display is the weight in kilograms within the range
 allowable for the wash program selected.

Extra rinse 
 Press the Option button until the Extra Rinse icon flashes and 
press Select.

Select Delay after you have selected the program and other 
options.
